SOCCER GIRLS CONTRACT 2009
Welcome to Norcross Soccer.  As the varsity coach of our girls program, it is with great pride and excitement that I extend to you the opportunity to participate in our soccer environment.  By indicating to the coaching staff that you intend to TRYOUT for soccer, I feel that you, as the player, should be made aware of the rules and regulations that we feel are necessary to adhere to—both during the season and out of the season.  These rules are in addition to the rules set forth by the Georgia High School Association as well as those supported by the Norcross Athletic Department.  This contract is to let you know what is expected of you both in and out of the classroom and what consequences will be given if you choose to break or ignore these guidelines.

You are not being forced to sign this contract, since you are not being forced to play soccer.  However, since participation is a privilege, certain rules must be met and will go into effect immediately and will remain in effect until this time next year; with or without your signature.

To participate in high school sports, the following requirements are set forth by the state:

GEORGIA HIGH SCHOOL REQUIREMENTS

1) Pass 5/6 classes from the semester preceding the soccer tryouts.

2) Be on track to graduate with your class.  (Doesn’t apply to 9th graders.)

3) Pass a physical examination and have the results on file and on the correct form at Norcross High School.

4) Be covered by adequate medical insurance.

5) Be of eligible age.

NORCROSS REQUIREMENTS

1) Academic Standards

a) Give each teacher your very best effort, even if there is a personality conflict.

b) Behave in the classroom and in the halls.  By now you know what acceptable behavior is.

c) Disrespect to any teacher will not be tolerated.

d) If academic help is needed, see me.

2) Personal Standards
a) Choose your friends very carefully.  Do not associate with people that use drugs, tobacco, and/or alcohol.

b) Develop adequate sleeping and eating habits.

c) Drink plenty of water and/or athletic drinks to replace lost fluids.

d) Watch your mouth.  Profanity will not be tolerated.

3) Team Standards
a) Be punctual to practice each day.

b) Dress appropriately for practice.  Shirts with inappropriate slogans, bows, ribbons and Sophie shorts are not allowed.   (Be prepared for changing weather in the spring.)

c) You are to develop a respect for each other within the team concept.  Please support each other in practice and in games.  I can promise you, that each one of you will need help at one time or another during the season.

d) Please make every effort NOT to have appointments during practice time.  If you must miss practice, please notify a coach.

e) Constant dissent with your coach, officials, opponents, or the opposition’s coach will not be tolerated.  If you continually get yellow cards for dissent, you may find yourself sitting instead of playing.  I want SPORTSMANSHIP to be shown at all times.  I EXPECT EVERY PLAYER TO SHAKE THE HANDS OF THE OPPOSITION, NO MATTER WHAT THE OUTCOME.

MISSING GAMES

If you have to miss games, there are consequences.  With little exception, they are outlined as follows:

First game missed:

1-game suspension 

25 full field sprints




If player is a captain, it gets taken away

Second game missed:

Turn in uniform

Player will be allowed to tryout next season if she is still eligible

**Let me clarify something here. Each situation would be a decision based on the coach’s discretion. If the coach feels the player is taking advantage of the situation, harsher consequences will follow—which could mean possible dismissal from the team. If a player needs to miss more than one game, it will probably be best for the team if they just concentrate on that activity and not play high school soccer.  
ONLY FORESEEABLE EXCEPTION TO THIS RULE IS REGION OR NATIONAL TEAM PLAY.

JUNIOR VARSITY RESPONSIBILITIES

The junior varsity teams will be expected to “pay their dues” by working during the Blue Devil Invitational Soccer Tournament as a ball person, concession stand worker, and clean up crew and working as ball people for all home games.  A schedule will be made when the teams have been established.  If you miss a game that you were scheduled for without prior excusable notice, there will be consequences.

CUTS

Unfortunately, there will be cuts.  This is not a pleasant task. However, due to the large number of players trying out, we must cut.  All players need to understand this is not personal.  We try to be as objective as we can be.  If you get cut and would like to know why, after the hurt and disappointment has died down, come see me or one of the coaches to see why you were released.  The players that best fit our program will be kept.  If a senior and a junior are tied, the junior stays.  If a freshman can play varsity, then she will.  If you don’t want to work, don’t try out.

BOOSTER CLUB
If you are selected to the program, your parents are expected to join and serve on the Booster Club.  A notice of dues and assignment responsibilities will be sent home.

PLAYING TIME

No player is guaranteed of playing time.  You earn it!  If you are sick or injured and someone takes your job, then you must earn it back.

INFORMATION

Please sign and return all information by MONDAY, JANUARY 12, 2009.  If your contract and physical form are not returned by then, you will not be allowed to tryout.
